The F.C.I. require that Judges must compare each individual exhibit to their standard and grade
them accordingly. Dogs of exceptional quality are considered for C.A.C.1.B. (Int. Certificate)
and Green Star (National Certificate).

Grading:
After each examination all dogs must be graded one of the following by the judge i.e.
“E” (Excellent), “V.G.” (Very Good). “G” (Good), and Puppy Grading: Promising and
Very Promising. Each exhibitor will be given a Grading Card by the Steward.
Green Star (National Title)
Only unbeaten dogs Graded Excellent are eligible to challenge for the Green Star.
Reserve Green Star: Confined to dogs beaten only by the Green Star Winner and Graded
Excellent.
C.A.C.1.B. and Reserve:
Confined to the winners of the Intermediate, Open and Champion’s class graded Excel-
lent.
Note:
a.  Where a dog under 15 months wins a Green Star and is not eligible for the C.A.C.1.B.
the Judge Must award it to another qualified dog.
b.  All grades and awards must be completed by the Judge in the Judges book
Best Puppy in Breed
Confined to puppies entered in puppy class who have been awarded the Grade of Very

BEST PUPPY IN SHOW

In addition to the standard Groups, Puppy Groups will be scheduled and the winner of each

BEST VETERAN IN SHOW

In addition to the standard Groups, there will be A Veteran Group in which all Best Veterans
in Breed will challenge for Best Veteran in Show.

The Best Veteran in each breed (unless it wins Best of it’s own Breed) will be eligible to
compete in this Group.

If a Veteran wins Best of it’s own Breed it will not be eligible to compete in the Veteran
Group, but will proceed like All Best of Breed winners to compete in the standard group
classification to challenge for Best in Show.

A Junior Class is for dogs between nine and eighteen calendar months of age on the first
day of the Show computed from and inclusive of the date of its birth. (Dogs entered in
this class are not eligible to compete for the CACIB but may compete for the Green
Star)

An Intermediate Class is for dogs between 15 and 24 calendar months of age on the day
of the Show.

Open Class is for dogs over 15 months of age on the day of the Show.

Champions Class is for dogs who have gained the title of Champion under Irish Kennel
Club rules or under another recognised Kennel Authority confirmed by the date of closing
of entries. *

Veteran Class is for dogs over eight years of age on the day of the Show (Dogs entered
in this class are not eligible to compete for the CACIB)

* Please note — a Veteran Dog who is also a Champion may enter in either Veteran or
Champion Class but not both.*

Working Class To enter a dog in working class, the entry form must be accompanied
by a copy of the FCI compulsory certificate containing the confirmation -by the mem-
ber country in which the holder and/or owner has his permanent place of residence- that
the dog has passed the test as well as details about this test. The only breeds eligible for
the working class are those appearing as working breeds in the FCI Breed Nomencla-
ture, taking into account the exceptions granted to some countries for some breeds.

N.B.: A Dog or Bitch may be entered in ONE BREED CLASS ONLY (No double entries)

The Japanese Akita

The Japanese Akita as a breed no longer exists. There are now two breeds; American
Akita and Akita Inu - both these breeds have their own standards. Once a dog has
been assessed as being of either of the two breeds it can be shown in the appropriate
classes.

This means that in future both breeds should be classified in the schedule and there
should be an identical classification for those dogs yet to be assessed. (Class 1 Akita
Inu, Class 2 American Akita and Class 3 Akita Inu/American Akita (not yet assessed)

At all shows where there are entries of un-assessed Akitas, three of the assessors on the
panel drawn up by the Irish Kennel Club will be asked to attend and divide the dogs
prior to the judging of the breeds.

It is a Kennel Club regulation that permission must be sought from the Show pro-
moting body for the use of video or other recording equipment. Permission must
also be obtained from the judge in the ring on the day.
